Praying Jesus’ Way
In Matthew 6:9-13 Jesus gives us His pattern to follow in prayer.  
The following is a guide to help you to pray Jesus’ way each day:

Our Father in Heaven . . .

· Thank Him for saving you and making you His child 
· Praise and thank Him for His mercy and grace to you in Jesus
· Praise Him that He is exalted over everything in the universe
Hallowed be Your Name . . .

· Think about how Holy (pure, sinless) God is – read a passage like Isaiah 6

· Ask God to help you to treat Him with greater reverence and honor

· Ask Him to help others you know to grow to honor God more
Your Kingdom Come . . . 
· Thank God that He has sent Jesus, the King to our world
· Daily submit yourself to His authority over you as King (1 Cor.6:19-20)
· Pray for the return of the King: “Come Lord Jesus!” (Rev.22:20)
Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven . . .
· Ask God for His help in doing what you know to be His will for you

· Pray for others you know – asking God to help them to do His will
Give us today our daily bread . . .
· Admit that you depend on God for everything – ask Him to provide your daily needs and thank Him for how He generously provides 
· Pray specifically for your family and for members of our church family - that God will provide their needs (Philippians 4:19)

· Examine your heart and confess to God any sin in thought, word or action. Claim 1 John 1:9 
· Reflect on God’s great mercy to you in Christ: then willingly choose to forgive those who have offended you or wronged you

· Ask God to help you to resist the temptations that you will face today
· Pray for God’s protection against your spiritual enemy, the devil – ask God to protect fellow believers against his attacks (see Eph.6:10-18)
· Praise God that He has won the victory through Jesus Christ!     (Over ()
“Your Kingdom Come” Day by Day
Sunday:  Pray for our church ministries taking place this week: our children’s and youth ministries, our small groups, as well as other meetings and events happening this week. Ask God to direct and use our workers to reach, disciple and encourage people for Christ (1 Peter 4:10-11). 
Monday:  Ask God to help you in your Christian witness where you live, work or learn. Pray for your brothers and sisters in our church family – that God would help them to share their faith and consistently live it out before others this week.  Ask God to help us to be effective in our corporate witness to the Collingwood community.
Tuesday:  List 5 people that you know who need Jesus: ________________ ______________________________________________________________
Pray for them by name asking God to reveal to them who Jesus is and lead them to follow Him by faith. Be alert for opportunities to share your faith with them.
Wednesday:  Pray for one or two of our missionaries (see list).  Ask God to…
· give them physical strength, good health and safety where they serve
· protect them from the devil’s attacks 
· give them opportunities to share the Good News
· help them to consistently spend time in God’s Word and prayer
· maintain a growing, loving relationship with their spouse and children
· give them skill and effectiveness in what they are doing
Pray about specific needs or challenges they are facing, asking God to provide.
Thursday:  Pray for ongoing discipleship in our church family - that we will faithfully instruct new believers in the basics of the Christian faith; that we will encourage everyone to take steps of faith and obedience to God’s Word; and that each of us will respond in obedience to the truth (Matthew 28:20).
Friday:  Ask God to help us as a church family to foster healthy, nurturing relationships with one another – that each of our relationships will be increasingly marked by love, respect, humility, and unity.  Ask God to help you to be an encourager and to show love to each of your brothers and sisters in Christ.
Saturday:  Pray for our worship services, our Sunday School ministry as well as those who will be serving in them.  Ask God to empower our workers and use them to lead our church family in worship and the Word.  Ask God to help you to cultivate a daily lifestyle of worship and praise to Him.
Remember: Prayer is two-way communication between you and God!  God speaks to us through His Word, the Bible. Listen to God speak to you by taking time each day to read His word and meditate on it.  Talk to God about what He is saying to you in His Word and ask Him for understanding.
